Letter from the Benefice Ministry Team 

This is my first Letter as the new Rector of the 

North Hampshire Downs Benefice, and so I wanted 

to introduce myself and say a little about our future 

plans. 

The North Hampshire Downs Benefice is a 

network of 12 local churches - in Greywell, 

Herriard, Long Sutton, Mapledurwell, Nately 

Scures, Newnham, Odiham, South Warnborough, 

Tunworth, Up Nately, Upton Grey and Weston Patrick.  

Across the Benefice we have a strong leadership team, comprising 

eleven vicars and lay ministers, two youth workers, and two 

administrators. I’m extremely grateful to Rev’d Simon Butler - whom I 

have taken over from as Rector - who has built up this team over the last 

eight years. Please do take a look at our website

My role as Rector is to serve and lead the benefice - developing its 

vision and mission, leading the team, and encouraging all our 

congregations. Previously I was vicar in Odiham, and I’ve now passed 

on that role to my colleague Rev’d Matt Bianchi. 

At my interview last November for the role of Rector, I was asked 

to give my thoughts on the top three priorities for the benefice. 

I believe our first priority is prayer, in every part of the benefice. I 

love the verse in Psalm 127 - right in the middle of the Bible - that says 

this: ‘Unless the Lord builds the house, the builders labour in vain’. 

As we set our vision and plans for the next few years, we need to 

make sure that we’re listening to and following God, and joining in with 

what he’s doing in this place. 

Our second priority is growth in our churches – both in maturity as 

Christian disciples, as well as in numbers. Our logo for the benefice for 

the last few years has been the word ‘More+’. We are already a joyful 

community of Christians in this place – but we believe that God is 

calling us to so much more over the coming years.  

Our third priority is unity. Unless we’re united as one benefice, 

focused on God, working together as a team towards a common vision, 

we won’t see the growth that we believe he is calling us to. 
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My licensing as Rector only took place last month, on 14th January 

in All Saints Odiham, so it’s very early days to be talking about plans. 

But Jesus said that he came in order that we might have life, life in 

abundance, and that fills me with confidence that we have so much to 

look forward to together.  

I look forward to meeting you in my new role as Rector, and with

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As a family we have a list of movies that are a ‘must 

see’ over Christmas and, if I’m honest, it doesn’t change 

much from year to year. But that’s all about to change 

with a brand new movie from last November. I wonder if 

you watched it?

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NEWS FROM THE VILLAGES 

 

Farming News 

2025 is upon us but still in the midst of winter, for us there isn’t a great 

deal of field work going on, but we are currently working our way 

through the hedge trimming. Which is a slow job, but when done well it 

is a satisfying job. We have several miles’ worth of hedges across the 

farm to cover: the roadsides are done every year for safety reasons but 

we only trim internal hedgerows around the fields bi-annually, 

alternating blocks of fields so we don’t have to trim all the hedgerows on 

the farm in one year. This also leaves untouched hedgerows for the local 

wildlife. But it is important to manage the hedgerows as if left untouched 

for too long it is a major and costly job to get them back under control. 

This time of year also brings the joys of sitting in the office 

collating and cross referencing our field and crop records ready for our 

farm assurance (Red Tractor) annual audit. This is to make sure that all 

the cereal and oilseed crops we grow for human consumption meet the 

standard that qualifies it for the Red Tractor stamp – which you will 

have seen in the supermarkets on packaging of various different food 

that is produced in the UK and grown to the highest standard. This is one 

issue the National Farmers Union (NFU) has been pushing supermarkets 

to improve – to show the consumer where and how their food is 

produced. Using the red tractor badge on the packaging, ensures this. 

This time of year also gives us time to go through all the different 

machinery, wash it off and replace any worn parts, making sure it is in 

working order before the busy season starts. 

We also have a fresh batch of hens arriving at the end of the month 

to replace one of our two hen houses. We do this when the hens reach 

the end of their productive laying cycle. The older hens are collected by 

a chicken rehoming charity. The new hens will arrive at 17 weeks old 

but won’t start laying fully until they’re around 19 weeks old. The first 

eggs, known as pullet eggs, will be very small for a couple of weeks and 

will gradually get larger as the hens get older. But before they arrive, the 

hen house will get a deep clean and disinfected to completely sterilise it 

to ensure there is no chance of disease or bugs and mites to infect the 

new birds. 

It has been a relief to get a break from the wet weather and have a 

colder, drier spell. It always makes jobs around the farm a lot more 

pleasant. The crops that are in the ground certainly needed a respite from 

the wet weather. It has battled away remarkably considering how much 
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rain we have had. My final total of rainfall for 2024 was 1073mm. 

Historically the average rainfall for our region would be around 800mm, 

so we have had roughly 25% more rainfall than the average last year. 

The total rainfall I recorded for 2023 was 1158mm, nearly 50% more 

than the average, so we’ve had back to back years of heavy rainfall, 

which has thrown some challenges at us. As farmers our main asset is 

the soil. If the soil isn’t happy it won’t grow crops, whether that’s grass 

for animal feed or cereals for grain. So when it comes to carrying out 

field work with our machinery it makes it very difficult when the ground 

has been extremely wet. A lot of patience is needed but when there are 

prolonged wet weather periods it soon wears thin. 

 But I will finish this article looking ahead into 2025 with 

optimism/hope that the weather is on our side to give us the best chance 

of producing some top quality British food. Will Cheyney

Profitability 

has been further affected by the recent budget with increases in both NI 

and the minimum wage. This only serves to increase the risk that at 

some point the Shop may have to review its ongoing viability. 

 There are some 700 residents in Upton Grey, many of whom 

collect their daily newspaper and spend little else in the Shop. The 

alternatives are both costly and inconvenient. 

 We need as fellow villagers to encourage everyone to consider our 

level of spend in the Shop. We should remember how well Suki served 

us during Covid. 

 A village like ours, with a shop and a pub at its heart, has a very 

beneficial impact on property values as well as being a lovely place to 

live for both young and not so young! Please consider how each one of 

us can individually and hence collectively improve the level of trade in 

our shop.  Your comments and feedback are always welcome.

Hampshire & Isle of Wight Wildlife Trust – Silent Hunters 

The barn owl, with its ghostly white feathers and heart-shaped face, is 

one of the most iconic birds of prey in the UK. Its haunting appearance 

has earned it the old country name ‘hushwing,’ which aptly describes its 

ability to glide noiselessly through the night in search of prey. 

 A remarkable combination of features allows the barn owl to be 

such an effective and stealthy hunter. The trailing edges of its wings are 

lined with soft, serrated feathers that reduce noise, enabling the bird to 

fly almost silently. Barn owls also have excellent night vision, perfectly 

adapted for hunting in low light. Their long legs, talons, and highly 

sensitive ears, aided by their distinctive facial discs, help them locate 

prey even in tall grass or underbrush. The facial discs act as a sound 

funnel, directing noises into the owl's keen ears, allowing it to detect 

even the slightest movement on the ground below. 

 In Hampshire, barn owls are an increasingly familiar sight, 

especially in the winter months when they extend their hunting hours to 

find enough food to survive the colder conditions. The best times to see 

them are at dawn or dusk, when their hunting is most active.  

Several nature reserves managed by Hampshire & Isle of Wight 

Wildlife Trust offer great opportunities to observe barn owls in their 

natural habitat, including Hockley Meadows Nature Reserve in 

Winchester, Arreton Down on the Isle of Wight and Farlington Marches 

Nature Reserve near Portsmouth. 

 While watching barn owls, 

it’s important to be respectful of 

their environment. Always 

maintain a safe distance, avoid 

disturbing wildlife, and keep dogs 

on leads. With their captivating 

beauty and incredible hunting 

skills, barn owls are a testament 

to the wonders of the natural 

world.
